Monday:

Spellings – handwriting practise on front, 8x good quality sentences on back.  Do not need to bring them in, note in homework diary to say they have completed them.
Tuesday:

Reading/Practise spellings.  Read for 20 mins, make a detailed comment, parents to sign

reading record  e.g. I really enjoyed this chapter because….
Wednesday:

Maths – Mathletics - needs to be done by Friday (will be uploaded the Friday before)
If any problems with computer access, let their class teacher know.
Thursday:  

Reading/Practise spellings.  Read for 20 mins, make a detailed comment, parents to sign

reading record  
Friday:

No formal homework.  Sometimes there will be weekend homework linked to subjects.  This may vary but may include research, collecting things, project work etc…
A Learning Log will be set each half term.
